
Since our inception, it has been our goal to support smaller charities with little or no access to 
mainstream corporate and government support, and for whom our financial donation makes a 
sizable impact on the lives of the children living in the homes.

From your support, The Woody Foundation has raised and donated in excess of  
R375 000.00 to small, worthy children’s homes, caring for abandoned, abused and orphaned 
children from previously disadvantaged parts of the communities.

Once again we are calling on your support in helping The 
Woody Foundation raise money for our 2011 chosen charity, 
Mother of Peace in North Riding, Johannesburg.

Mother of Peace (MoP) communities began in 1997 in Zimbabwe by a group of people who 
felt the need to respond to the country’s desperate need for to care for HIV/Aids affected and 
infected children. Today, MoP Zimbabwe homes some 150 orphans by providing a safe haven 
and a foster home for abandoned children. 

Following the success of MoP Zimbabwe, two additional Communities were then established in 
South Africa - one in North Riding (Gauteng), and the other in Illovo (KwaZulu-Natal). These two 
Communities home 22 and 55 orphaned or abandoned children respectively.

Mother of Peace Northriding, the chosen beneficiary for this year’s Golf Day, is the smallest of 
the three foster homes and is run by a group of volunteers who dedicate their lives to looking 
after 22 amazing children. Mama Pat and Papa Bill are based at MoP Northriding and care for 
the day to day needs of the children who range from 2 to 18 years of age. All the children come 
from extremely traumatic backgrounds with the majority having experienced severe physical, 
sexual and psychological abuse. 

The aim of Mother of Peace is to provide children with an opportunity to live within a structured 
family environment, be cared for, nurtured and loved. Children are fostered by full-time, 
dedicated and committed members of the Communities. Where possible, children attend local 
primary, secondary and nursery schools.

The children are brought to MoP by social workers from various communities. On arrival children 
receive full medical assessments, counselling and therapy according to their needs (and when 
financially possible), and are ensured of a secure and permanent placement and a life-long 
family home. In this setting MoP aim to ensure that children develop themselves socially and 
mentally.
